1t was reported that the State Policy Advisory Committee on 208 Planning may be
disofved, that the Director appears to be shelving the whole committee and that
there appears to be no funding.

Henwy Vancik spoke on the work being done by the State Technical Advisory Committee
on Twiigated Agricultural Return FRows. 1t has not been determined how the phro-
gram will be administered. There is a question as to whether on not it will be
voluntary or regulatory. Federal money 4s required and some rules were outlined
in the Federal Register of May 15, 1978. Vancik neported that there would be
hearings in Spokane on July 10 at the Holiday Inn-West grom 9 a.m. to 5 p.m.
